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Skytte institute holds its annual autumn schools in Kääriku Sports Centre. These 
autumns schools are organised in order to provide students the opportunity of 
learning and discussing with high-level speakers who operate in democratic high 
impact decision making processes. All speakers are external and Chatham House 
rules apply to both. 

Due to two different study languages, we hold two autumn schools. One in Estonian 
and another one in English. Estonian one had 118 attendees, and English one 87 
attendees.
